Waiver: Snowbasin Waiver is required for all athletes, coaches, and volunteers.  

Race HQ: Race HQ in Earl’s Lodge Huntington Room 7:00-8:00. For the remainder of the day, Race 
HQ will be the finish shack at the bottom of Wildcat. Jury will meet and any protests shall be filed at 
Race HQ only.  
 
Lift Tickets: $50.00/day (youth 7-12) and $60/day (13+) plus tax. Tickets shall be purchased by team captain 
at the Snowbasin Ticketing Yurt. Yurt opens at 7:00 am. Multi-day tickets available. Cash, Check or Credit 
Card accepted. Teams may also pre-purchase lift tickets (encouraged) by contacting 

Please provide a copy of your Team Entry & Coaches List when  kbryan@snowbasin.com
purchasing tickets.  Parent tickets will be sold on site for 30% discount off window prices at the resort 
ticketing yurt.
